I write this letter to you in relation to the planning application to develop and build 810 dwellings on the former Harold Wood Hospital Site.

As a local resident I strongly oppose the proposals put forward by the developer Countryside for a number of reasons:

1) The proposal is for only 15% of affordable homes and fails to meet Havering’s target of 50% and the London Plan target of 35%. Certainly within the area more affordable homes are required and  I feel it should be more in line with the London plan.
2) Like many residents who live locally within the area, I was not meaningfully consulted on the development and it is too big for this area. Of approximately 5193 households, I understand that over 2300 letters have been sent to the Council opposing the development, yet the opinions of the people have not been properly considered. 

3) The infrastructure of the local area has not been fully considered as our local schools are are over subscribed, local dentists and doctors are fully stretched as re there issues with the local water supply nor are there any plans for any community buildings with this development.

I would ask you to reject this current planning proposal until such time the developer has considered all the issues with local residents and actually discussed them with residents of the area.
